The Sunshine Coast Regional District (SCRD) is currently inviting applications for the temporary 

position of Aquatic Supervisor to provide  day -to-day supervision of the administrative functions 

and activities of the aquatic staff and operations for the SCRD Aquatic Centres , and  life guarding 

services and instruction in aquatic programs .

Compensation and Benefits  

We have what is being called one of the best compensation and benefit s  package s  that are  

out there.  Immediately upon hire this position includes an additional $3.05 per hour cash -in -lieu 

of benefits, offers 6% vacation pay , and  after 30 days of employment the wage rate will include an 

additional 5% in lieu of statutory holiday pay. After 90 days of employment, casual employees are 

eligible for up to five (5)  paid sick days for previously scheduled work.   

Aquatic Supervisor  is  a bargaining unit position with a wage rate of $37.25  per hour , working up 

to 37 .5 hours per week , in a temporary capacity . The duration of this temporary appointment is 

subject to the return of the incumbent  and will move from temporary to casual status at the end 

of the assignment. Casual employees  will have the opportunity to join the General Casual List. 

Current regular employees of the SCRD who post into temporary vacancies will retain full benefit 

coverage  and will re vert  to their original positions  upon the return of the incumbent . Please note:  

this position may require evening, early morning, weekday, and weekend shifts and must be 

available to work at both the Gibsons and Sechelt aquatic facilities . Appointment is subject to a 

satisfactory RCMP Police Information Check  including vulnerable sector check .
