The Sunshine Coast Regional District (SCRD) is currently inviting applications for the position of 
full-time, temporary Parks Labourer summer student to assist in the maintenance of SCRD park 
properties and assets which may include park grounds, play areas, halls, lawns and gardens, 
trails, athletic fields, and/or cemeteries.

Compensation and Benefits 
We have what is being called one of the very best compensation and benefit packages that 
are out there. Immediately upon hire this position includes an additional $3.05 per hour cash-in-
lieu of benefits, offers 6% vacation pay, and after 30 days of employment the wage rate will 
include an additional 5% in lieu of statutory holiday pay. After 90 days of employment, this 
position is eligible for up to five (5) paid sick days for previously scheduled work.  
The Parks Labourer is a bargaining unit position with a wage rate of $27.98 per hour in addition to 
the benefits outlined above, working 37.5 hours per week over the summer, in a temporary 
capacity. Please note that this is a student position. As per Collective Agreement language, 
students are paid 80% of the wage rate for the first term worked, or 90% of the wage rate for the 
second term worked. Subsequent terms would receive 100% of the wage rate.
